App-cuts (application keyboard shortcuts) are used by the pros so they can work efficiently with their software. Applications have tons of shortcuts to assist 

you with various tasks. Learning which shortcuts to memorize comes with experience, especially when you find yourself doing repetitive tasks. The first 

shortcuts to learn are the production shortcuts – the ones that help you get the job done in less time. The following is a short list of Photoshop production 

shortcuts…

Show/hide Guides Command + ; (semicolon) Control + ; (semicolon)

Show/hide Extras (selections, guides, paths, etc.) Command + H Control + H
